SANDY SPRINGS STARS AND
STRIPES CELEBRATION

On Saturday, July 5, 2014, Concourse will once
again be the primary location for the City of
Sandy Springs’ Stars and Stripes Celebration.

The event, which will include the band Shiloh and
fireworks, will begin at 7:30 p.m. and take place on

the field in front of Building Four, at the intersection
of Peachtree Dunwoody Road and Hammond Drive.
The Westin hotel will be selling food and non-alcoholic
beverages. Participants are welcome to bring a picnic;
however, no pets, tents, outdoor cooking, alcohol,

or personal-use sparklers will be permitted.

A large turnout is expected and primary parking for the
event will be in Deck Five/Six, with overflow parking in
Deck Two. Handicap parking will be located in the open
lot in front of Buildings One and Two. Decks One and Four
and the other open lots will be closed to general parking.

Unfortunately, we will not be able to make any special
accommodations for parking should tenants wish to attend
the event. For security, all of the buildings will be locked
down and access will be available only through a fob or
access card. Officers will be placed in each lobby to ensure
that only tenants and their escorted guests can enter.

NEW PORT TECHNOLOGY TO GO LIVE

The PORT technology installation is underway on the
elevators in Buildings One and Five to make the elevators
operate more efficiently. This project is being completed
prior to and in conjunction with the modernization process.
New ports are being installed in the main lobby and on
upper floor elevator lobbies. Floor destinations will be
chosen by pushing the floor number designation on the
port or scanning a fob at the bottom of the port for full
floor or after-hours access. The floor numbers inside the
cabs will be covered and no longer used. In April, training
sessions for tenant contacts were hosted by Regent
Partners and Schindler Elevator and information boards are
posted in the lobbies. We anticipate activating the system
in July; however, a notice will be sent to our contacts prior
to the activation date. On the date of activation, there will
be numerous representatives from Schindler Elevator in
the lobbies on Buildings One and Five to assist tenants and
guests with the new technology. Buildings Two and Six will
be updated at a later date.

NEW EXTERIOR SIGNAGE

As we continue with our aesthetic upgrades and
improvements at Concourse, during the third-quarter, new
entrance monuments of fabricated painted aluminum
with back painted glass and stacked stone masonry
bases will be installed at the Peachtree Dunwoody
Road and Hammond Drive entrances into Concourse.

In addition to new monuments, new way finding and
regulatory signs will be installed throughout the park.
